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Mohandas Karamchand Gandhi’s aversion to the medium of cinema as a forum of mass entertainment, has been well documented. Though he 

had watched only a few reels of just one movie in his entire lifetime - Vijay Bhatt’s Ram Rajya (1943), his perception of this new technologically 

driven medium seems to originate in his broader ethical opposition to Machines and Technology itself which eliminates ‘Skill and Work’ of 

human hands through mass production. Gandhiji gave his opinion about cinema in an interview with the Indian Cinematograph Committee, “I 

have never been to a cinema. But even to an outsider, the evil that it has done and is doing is patent. The good, if it has done any at all, remains 

to be proved.” It is clear now that he was concerned more about the impact of the medium than the possibilities of its creative expressions.

Cinema has traversed a long way since his time. The medium has evolved exponentially in terms of both technology and Economics. Its artistic, 

cultural and intellectual possibilities have also been explored in a wide spectrum. But even in this era, Mahatma’s apprehensions have not been 

fully addressed. The use or rather misuse of the medium by monopolistic, authoritarian, oppressive economic conglomerates and political 

establishments in the last century still haunts this millennium as well and the potent impact of the technology driven visual forms on the socio 

political and cultural institutions is clearly of serious concern to the contemporary society. 

While commemorating the 150 years of Mahatma’s birth anniversary, we at BIFFes are bringing to you films from across the world which to 

some extent, if not fully, address the concerns of the Mahatma in terms of cherished values of humanity like equality, compassion and peaceful 

coexistence. How the individual expressions of human concern presented here can redeem the film form of its disrepute is our focus. In the 

process we are also presenting a few films made on the life and ideas of Mahatma.

Capturing his nation’s trauma 
during the political chaos he wrote and directed 

The Lost Voice, which won Best Short Film at Venice Film Festival in 
2016. His first feature The Heiresses premiered at the 2018 Berlinale 
Competition, winning two Silver Bears for the Best Actress Award 
and the Alfred Bauer Award.
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Successive oppressions and revolutions notwithstanding, Iranian Cinema, has not only come into its own but has 
also carved a special niche for itself on the global movie marquee. The shackles of conservative and religious 
government throttling freedom of expression, stifling creativity, and imposing stringent punitive punishments, 
including arrests and experiments, have not deterred Iranian filmmakers from making films that have coveted 
global acclaim, accolades and awards by the bushel. 
The cultural and political curbs imposed by successive governments on its filmmakers have, on the other hand, 
forced artists to seek out more creative ways of telling their stories. In the last two decades and more, Iranian 
Cinema has been lauded as one of the best cinemas by critics the world over, inviting inevitable comparisons to the 
Italian Neorealism, French Nouvelle Vogue and similar other definitive cinematic movements of the past that have 
changed and chartered the course of cinemas over its 100 plus years. 
From revolutionary cinema of the 80s to reformist cinema of the 90s through the first half of 2000, Iranian Cinema 
is renowned for its distinct style, thematic concerns, with a rich manifestation of country’s multifarious culture, all 
laying the strong foundations of film art in the region.
Iranian Cinema which has stamped its own identity on global marquee footprint, with the like of Dariush Mehrjui, 
Bahram Baizai, Amir Naderi, Abbas Kiarostami, Reza Alamzadeh, Sohrab Shahid, the Makhmalbaf family, Jafar 
Panahi, Asghar Farhadi, Majid Majidi and Bahman Ghobdi, among other illustrious auteurs have not only garnered 
international fame enjoying near frenzy global following. Furthermore, Iranian Cinema has been the toast of a 
range of International film festivals circuit time and again, in the last twenty years, is one of the world’s versatile 
artistic cinemas.
Although there have been many crucial developments in Iranian Cinema in the 1970s, global attention was 
captured by the Iranian Revolution of 1977-1979. What brought the focus back to Iranian Cinema was Amir Naderi’s 
masterwork, The Runner, that crafted a cinematic landscape of its own being deeply moving, with allegorical 
significance. The following decade, saw Jafar Panahi covet international critical acclaim with The Circle at Venice 
Film Festival. He was sentenced to suspended prison terms and being barred from making films, began smuggling 
to European film festivals. 
Iranian Cinema has been particularly hailed and admired for its childlike innocence, deeply ethical and moral values, 
pristine rural beauty and the poetic elegance it brings into the narrative even as the larger human drama unfolds. 
The story of over 40 years of Iranian cinema, has been one of art versus oppression, free expression battling forces 
of censorship, following which, as a matter of experience, driven by funding and opportunity, Iranian Cinema, 
and its school of auteurs have found other countries as safe heavens to bring and make cinemas they believe in, 
truthfully and creatively, holding a mirror to the nation for the world movie marquee to experience, dissect and 
debate about.
As a result, having coveted immense success in world cinema on the international scene, Iranian cinema has 
opened a window of spectatorship into the culture, society, and politics of Iran. Its visual language making its 
poetic and social discourses concerning the nature of human experience, knowledge, value, and reality accessible 
and understandable to the extended global audience.

Nothing can better describe the persona of Shaji Neelakantan Karun, God’s Own Country’s much-admired 
cinematographer-director son and Indian cinema’s pride, joy, and celebrated ambassador of Malayalam Cinema. 
The diminutive and unassuming ‘Shaji’ among those who know him, ever visible presence at film festivals in India, 
has always let his films speak about his idea of cinema and approach to the way he gives expressions to his celluloid 
creations capturing the quintessential detail through his cinematography, where his visuals and silences spoke a 
thousand words and conveyed the essence of his subtle and sensitive narratives on human emotions. 
Saluting this master auteur of Malayalam Cinema who, along with equally eminent exponents of film form, has put 
Indian Cinema on the global movie marquee, BIFFES – 2019, is proud to present a curated selection of Shaji’s works, 
for film audiences to appreciate and admire his films, as they relive the magic behind them. 
Shaji, incidentally who has graced the chair of Kerala State Chalanachitra Academy and also International Film 
Festival of Kerala, was born on, 1952, as the eldest son of N Karunakaran and Chandramati in Kollam District, the 
former State of Travancore.
With family moving to Thiruvananthapuram, the Capital, in 1963, saw Shaji’s schooling in Palkulangara High School 
and received his bachelor’s degree from University College, Thiruvananthapuram. However, it was 1971, when 
he entered the country’s premier Film & Television Institute of India, where he went on to take his Diploma in 
Cinematography, with his diploma film Genesis (1974), Directed by Rahul Dasgupta, which bagged a bushel of 
awards, that kick-started Shaji’s romance with the movies and his celluloid career. That he won the Gold medal 
on graduation in 1975, at FTII. Shaji, the only director, whose three films- Piravi, Swaham, and Vanaprastham, was 
featured consecutively at Cannes official sections, was a rare achievement. For since then till today, no films from

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India was selected to compete for Cannes’ Palme d’Or.
If his Piravi is about a father grieving over the loss of his son, his Swaham, is about a bereaved mother, her son and 
daughter, who face great financial troubles following the death of the family head. His Vaanaprastham speaks about 
the illicit relationship between a Kathakali dancer and upper caste young woman that results in an illegitimate child 
and is denied visiting their child. His Kutty Srank revolves around three women claiming the dead body that has 
washed ashore as her husband. Swapaanam, which premiered at Dubai International Film Festival, a rare recognition 
for Malayalam Cinema as world premiere screening outside India, spotlighted on a mentally challenged Chenda 
artist who falls for a Mohiniyattam dancer, leading to marital problems at home. Shaji’s latest Olu, a surreal, fantasy 
romance between an artist who has lost his creative touch and a gipsy girl, who after being raped, is thrown into the 
sea, but survives under water. 
As Shaji himself states, like Aravindan, with whom I’ve worked with on several projects, whose films said a lot through 
silences, and visuals were a primary mode of communication, has remained the philosophy that has guided him in his 
own directorial forays. That’s Shaji Neelakantan Karun, cinema auteur non-pareil for you.

The film revolves around an 80-year-old man named Chakyar waiting for his only son, Raghu to return home. 
Day after day, he trudges to the bus-stop to receive him, but returns at night convinced that Raghu will arrive 
the next day. A newspaper reports that Raghu has been arrested. Will Chakyar be able to find the truth about 
the arrest of his son?

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Ambareesh, Malavalli Huchche Gowda Amarnath born in May 29, 1952, in Doddarasinakere Village of Mandya 
District, was the archetypal ‘Angry Man’ of Kannada Cinema, playing angry young man of 1980s with several films 
tailor-made to suit his screen persona. 
The gait, the dialogue delivery, those fiery eyes, the gruff voice, the tough exterior, and the profund personality, all 
added to the charisma of the mercurial characters he played with the panache that had his fans in a frenzy. 
Eminent Kannada Cinema auteur Puttanna Kanagal’s discovery, Ambareesh, as the taunting and teasing cupid-
struck Jaleela, who went on to earn the screen moniker of ‘Rebel Star,’ given the peculiar and particular rebellious 
streak to the parts he played, was a man known not to mince words even in real life. Despite this disposition of 
brooking no nonsense from anyone, Ambareesh was one of the respected artists among the film industry across 
India.
Ambareesh, who began his screen sojourn, along with Vishnuvardhan, another Puttanna protégé, who remained 
close friends through their lives, in the same film, earned his screen moniker playing rebellious roles and was a star 
with a box office billing. 
A three-time member of Lok Sabha, following his foray into active politics in 1994, Ambareesh was equally successful 
in politics, representing Mandya constituency, first from Janata Dal and later from Congress, and also served as 
Minister of State for Information & Broadcasting, Govt. of India between October 2006 and February 2007 and he 
was Member of Karnataka Legislative Assembly serving as Minister of Housing between 2013 and 2016.
Honours, awards, and honorary doctorate came Ambareesh’s way during his lifetime, who appeared in over 208 
films, including other Puttanna Kanagal films - Paduvaaralli Pandavaru, Shubhamangala, Masanada Hoovu and 
Ranganayaki. Among his other films include Antha, Chakravyuha, Olavina Udugore, Hong Kongnalli Agent Amar, 
Mannina Doni were notable ones. His repertoire of reel roles as varied and diverse as his own rise in stature and 
success in the industry stamping his signature presence with his performances and winning accolades and awards. 
Ambareesh was married to multilingual actress Sumalatha. BIFFes dedicates Kannada retrospective as homage to 
Dr. Ambareesh for his contribution to Kannada Cinema with the screening of Nagarahavu, Antha, Elu Sutthina Kote, 
Paduvaaralli Pandavaru, Ranganayaki.

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“If I had my way, I would see to it that all the cinemas and theatres in India were converted into spinning halls and 
factories for handicrafts of all kinds.”
“You will avoid theatres and cinemas. Recreation is where you may not dissipate yourself but recreate yourself. You 
will, therefore, attend bhajan mandalis where the word and the tune uplift the soul.”
“I am not interested in talkies industry. I have never attended a cinema in my life. I know [what] harm it has done. 
Many of my friends tell me that it has an educative value. I can neither prove nor disprove that assertion.”
“Why do you need a cinema here? Instead of this, you can perform the various plays and stage dramas known to 
us. The cinema will only make you spend money. Then you will also learn to gamble and fall into other evil habits. 
There should be no place for cinema.” – Mahatma Gandhi.
The Mahatma may have had antithetical views on cinema. The Father of the Nation may have scorned at the cinema 
as a medium of entertainment. However, this being the 150th year of Mahatma Gandhiji – Mohandas Karamchand 
Gandhi’s birth anniversary, it is only in fitness of things that we, at BIFFES, remember the Father of the Nation, the 
Apostle of Non-violence, and Chief Architect of India’s Independence, through a screening of films on his life and 
his message made by different auteurs providing for different perspectives to look at the Gandhi’s persona, and 
appreciate his relevance even today in these times of terror and intolerance. 
For, even though, it has been nearly 70 years since the Mahatma Gandhi departed from our midst being felled 
by a bigot’s bullet, his life and soul, thoughts and precepts, continue to animate humanity and our existence, 
transcending national and international boundaries. The Mahatma’s contribution to human development and 
peaceful coexistence is far too great and varied to be forgotten. Winston Churchill may have described the Mahatma 
as Half Naked Fakir, however, the life of Mohandas Karamchand Gandhi is a story of heroic effort to establish the 
values of Truth and Non-violence in human life. 
Mahatma Gandhi who invented the techniques of mass–civil disobedience won India its Independence and as 
renowned scientist Albert Einstein so evocatively described the Mahatma – “Generations to come, it may well be, 
will scarce believe that such a man as this one ever in flesh and blood walked upon this Earth.”

From documentaries to feature films, filmmakers have attempted to capture 
the quintessence of the Father of the Nation with their own vision and imagination with history as the reflective mirror 
to embark upon.
Indeed, it is to perpetuate his memory, his precepts and philosophies, and remember the Messiah, who so evocatively 
described himself as ‘My life is my Message’, BIFFES takes pride in celebrating the Mahatma through these films, 
on the occasion of the 11th edition of Bengaluru’s and Karnataka’s flagship annual international film festival. The 
Gandhi at 150 will see a curated section of films on the Mahatma, like Gandhi – The Making of the Mahatma by Shyam 
Benegal, Gandhi My Father by Feroz Abbas Khan, Koormavatara by Girish Kasarvalli’s and Gandhi Devi by Naganatha 
Madhavarao Joshi.

He is considered a founder of the movement of realistic 
and issue-based filmmaking known variously as New 
Indian cinema, New Wave Indian cinema, or parallel 
cinema. 

Naganatha M Joshi has been in Kannada Film Industry 
from past 2 decades. He has directed 8 feature films 
so far and his recent feature is Gandhi Devi.
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Swedish auteur Ingmar Bergman was an institution, an iconoclast synonymous with art-house cinema. The storyteller, through 
his collection of creative celluloid creations with stark, intensively explored profound spiritual questions in each of his masterly 
and majestic oeuvres. 
It was nearly a century ago Bergman took birth and soon came to rule the aesthetic cinema with his uncompromising 
approach to cinematic craft, his vision of humanity, ruminations on complex issues such as death, absence or silence of God, 
incomprehension between people despite their love for each other, all brought to focus in his searching explorations.
Mimicked, adulated and adored by several directors, Bergman, who had a critical upbringing in a strictly religious community, 
deeply marking him and his relationships, through his cinema delved into the depths of the human soul, making it unique. In a 
career that spanned six decades, Bergman directed over a dozen films in an astonishing medley of tones, from light yet complex 
comedies, to groundbreaking formal experiments, and excruciatingly intimate portraits of family and human relationships, 
examining every single aspect minutely.
Berman, who holds a unique place in the cultural pantheon of movie marquee with his masterpieces matching their sensibilities, 
was the archetypal filmmaker: introspective, chatty, misanthropic, who left little space between life and art.
Growing stature by stature, from that of a young screenwriter for Alf Sjoberg, influenced by French poetic realism, to being 
an early disciple of Italian neorealism and by 40, internationally recognised auteur, was a most singular artist whose films left 
an indelible mark on their era and the history of cinema. Be Seventh Seal, Wild Strawberries, Smiles of a Summer Night all 
came before his recognition as one of the pioneers and key figures of cinematic modernism of the early ’60s, and peaking with 
Persona, Scenes from a Marriage, and Fanny and Alexander.
In fact, Bergman’s mature cinema provokes viewers into intimate engagement with the range of uncomfortable feelings which 
open up, are shared and laid bare. A cult director of art cinema’s Pre-Nouvel vague heyday, Bergman’s oeuvres are renowned 
for their modernism vision, most notably found in the films of ‘60s.
Bergman, who wrote the majority of his screenplays himself, and displayed unparalleled creative freedom, energising tension 
between ‘content’ and ‘form’, and consistent thematic of youthful existential despair. In his 59 years as a filmmaker (1944-2003), 
Ingmar Bergman wrote and/or directed over 60 films. He used cinema as an exploration of personal demons. His recurring 
themes of harsh parenting, infidelity, death, humiliation and faith were all seemingly ever-present concerns in his life. It’s 
perhaps the deep personal connection that made Bergman such an expert at exploring the psyche on screen. Bergman’s work 
is hard to watch forcing one to confront aspects of oneself that we would rather shy away from.

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Legendary Bengali auteur Mrinal Sen, 95, following his death, has rung down the curtains on one of the most glorious and illustrious chapters of 

India’s auteur masterclass films extolled for their unparalleled aesthetic quality and cinematic craft and celebrated the world over. 

Mrinal Sen, along with his peers Satyajit Ray and Ritwik Ghatak, formed the trinity that spearheaded the parallel or new wave cinema movement 

in the country has left an indelible stamp in the annals of Indian Cinema, especially Bengali Cinema, with his inimitable, epochal body of works, 

whose main concerns spotlighted on the trials and tribulations of the Indian middle class.  

Sen, after finishing high school in Bangladesh, migrated to Calcutta, as a student, to study physics at Scottish Church College, and went on to 

earn his PG Degree at the University of Calcutta. It was, however, his chancing upon a book on film aesthetics that kindled Sen’s interest in film 

making which eventually saw him reach the great heights of cinematic art with his ensemble of explorations. 

Born in Fardipur, now in Bangladesh, on May 14, 1923, it was Sen’s sophomore feature Neel Akasher Niche (Under the Blue Sky) after his debut 

film Raat Bhore that catapulted him into the national limelight with his film receiving acclaim and accolade for its lyricism and humane qualities. 

His Baishey Shravan (Wedding Day), which he followed with next, earned him rich encomiums from the international critics’ as well. However, it 

is his 1969, Bhuvan Shome which is regarded as an important milestone in the New Cinema film movement in India.

The tall, bespectacled Sen, with his rich repertoire of 27 feature films, 14 shorts and four documentaries in a career spanning over six decades, 

has left behind an illustrious school of works that speak of his innate and intuitive understanding, and versatility of the craft and culture of 

cinema.

Sen, who came out with his autobiography Always Being Born in 2004, epitomised the title of his tome, with each of his films, with their searing 

and succinct ruminations, etched a whole new idiom of cinema in the country.

The films that the maestro made were essentially political, which earned him a reputation as a Marxist artist and speak of how the ideas from 

existentialism, surrealism, Marxism, German expressionism, Postmodernism, Nouvelle Vague and Italian neorealism had a strong and singular 

influence on his auteur oeuvres. 

It is to his sheer creative acumen and a quintessential quest for newer ways of deft narratives that saw Mrinal Sen never wanting in experimenting 

with the cinematic medium. Each of his film bespeak of Sen’s intuitive and innate understanding and insightful incursions into the ideas that he 

explored in each of his films, described as the cinema of resistance.

Be it his Calcutta trilogy Calcutta 71, Interview and Padatik, with their social and moralistic portrayal of the tumultuous City in 70s, quintessential 

essentially powerful political essays, or his other much admired and appreciated works Ek Adhuri Kahani, Chorus, Mrigayaa, Ek Din Pratidin, 

Akaler Sandhane, Kharij, Khandhar, Ek Din Achanak, all are sterling showcase of his talent as a filmmaker who was quite transparent with his 

politics but told his tale with nuances , subtleness and sensitivity of the medium which his audiences hailed with appreciation. His last film

of Friendship from the Russian government in the same year, among other recognitions for his works which are firmly etched in the annals of 

Indian Cinema history.

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Fondly addressed as “Uncle” veteran actor C H Lokanath was a towering presence in films along with such stalwarts as Dr Rajkumar, among 
others. Primarily a man of the stage, with 1,000 plays in his kitty, Loknath also carved a niche for himself on celluloid with over 650 films to his 
credit. 
Having straddled the Kannada film industry for over six decades, with his multifarious roles, some comedic, some villainous, some as a father 
figure, Loknath, who also received the screen moniker of “Uppinakayi” for his coveted role in Boothayyana Maga Ayyu, and equally remembered 
for his role in Nagarahavu. So much so, films would be vacuous without a role for him and his effortlessly playing the part he found himself in. 
While he was noted for his characters in some of the famous plays in Galileo, Aspota, Dr Faustus, Tanavu Ninnade Manavu Ninnade, Chandrahasa. 
Loknath is also best remembered for his roles in films like Bhootayyana Maga Ayyu, Naagarahaavu, Katha Sangama, Singapurinalli Raja Kulla, 
Minchina Ota and many more. Nodi Swami Navirodu Heege, Kittu Puttu, Mane Kathe, in all of which he played a pivotal part along with stars. He 
even acted in several episodes of the famous teleserial Malgudi Days. His recent films were Bheema Teeradalli and Sunil Kumar Desai’s film Re.
Loknath, who died at the ripe age of 91, has left a body of works which do justice to the versatility of the man, who will be ever remembered for 
his contribution for Kannada Cinema and regaling the audiences with his peculiar mannerisms and role play. 
Biffes takes pleasure in remembering Lokanth and pays tribute to the screening of Puttana Kanagal’s iconic Nagarahaavu.

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M Bhaktavatsala was a multifaceted personality who championed the cause of Kannada cinema in very many ways during his lifetime. Primarily a 
producer and distributor, who also owned several cinema theatres in Bengaluru like Lakshmi, Sharada, Minerva, Lavanya theatre. Bhaktavatsala, 
84, was also a serious chronicler of Kannada Cinema as a critic, who also dabbled in acting, besides being an activist. 
Credited with financing several successful Kannada films, among them being the Sampurna Ramayana and Kanneshwara Rama directed by M 
S Sathyu. Among other films, he produced Sandhyaraga and Samskara. Bhaktavatsala was the youngest president of Film Federation of India, 
who also served as Chairman of Karnataka Film Chamber of Commerce for almost seven long years and Chairman of South India Film Chamber 
Chairman. He was also Director of National Film Development Corporation and prominent member of the Central Board of Film Certification 
or censor board.
A recipient of Dr Rajkumar Award in 2012 in recognition of his achievement in Kannada Cinema. Fondly referred to as ‘Bhakta’ by his peers. 
Moola Bhaktavatsala was a quintessential renaissance man who was largely responsible for putting the motion picture in India on an industrial 
pedestal.
Bhaktavatsala, who took his management degree from the UK, joined Hindustan Machine Tools (HMT) as its Industrial Relations Officer in 1958, 
prior to which, he had served as first company secretary of The Printers (Mysore) Private Limited, where he also served on its board of directors.

In 1975, Inspired by Jayaprakash Narayan’s call for revolt. A young faction 
rises up to the occasion and indulges themselves in underground activities 
against the government on one side and on the other side a faction which 
follows the route of non-violence. Chandamarutha portrays the inner conflicts 
of the youth who followed revolt leaders, the struggle they go through and the 
police’s ruthless methods.
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Though a banker by calling, M N Vysya Rao was God’s gift to Kannada Cinema, whose meaningful and evocative lyrics held film audiences in 
thrall, swaying to its soulful lines. Rao, 73, a writer who wrote short stories, and novels, besides being a poet, had a way with the words which 
was evident in his penmanship in films, especially those made by the veteran Puttanna Kanagal. 
Rao’s legendary and immortal Naakondla Naaku, Naakeradla Entu and Suryangu Chandrangu Bandare Munisu from Puttanna’s classic 
Shubhamangala set to score by the equally versatile Vijay Bhaskar, is evergreen in people’s memory and fondly hummed even today. Vyasa 
Rao, who had written more than 100 lyrics, was much popular because of his lilting lyrics penned especially for Puttanna Kanagal’s movies, the 
director himself has a keen ear for music.

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Venkataramana Krishnamurthy (1923-2014) familiar to the fraternity as VK Murthy, a Cinematographer of rare merit became a 
legend in his own lifetime. Upon completion of his studies in Motion picture Photography at Sri Jayachamarajendra Polytechnic 
in Bangalore (SJP), the first film school of independent India, he chose to work as an apprentice at a film studio in Bombay. As 
destiny would have it, it is here that he came face to face with the enigmatic genius of Gurudutt. The lifetime bonding between 
the two did Indian Cinema proud and produced immortal classics such as PYASA, KAGAZ KE PHOOL and SAHIB BIBI aur GULAM. 
The genius of VK Murthy shall always be remembered for his unparalleled artistry in moulding the light and for having imbued 
the mainstream cinema in India with a new visual aesthetic. Steering clear of the influence of the conventional Hollywood visual 
aesthetic at a time when it was very difficult to do so, he carved out a niche for himself. He articulated the sub-text subliminally 
through his lighting compositions. He was the first Indian cinematographer to try his hand at the wide-screen. Through his 
artistry, compassion and nobility he became a role-model for successive generation of cinematographers. In recognition of 
his artistic contribution to Indian Cinema, he was decorated with the prestigious Dadasaneb Phalke award in 2008, the highest 
honour bestowed by the state in the visual arts. Till date, he remains the only techno-artist to have achieved this feat.
