Heating Update at Holy Trinity with St Francis
The Church of England has a commitment to work towards being carbon
neutral. As such we have been looking at alternatives and have a solution:
PHASE 1:
New heating system (reverse air conditioning) - £29,000
Loft insulation - £5,500
Electrics upgrade — TBC
PHASE 2:
Solar Panels - £21,000
Additional glazing on windows — TBC
We have already received generous donations of £10,000, but there is still a way
to go to be warm this winter. Please consider:
e A one-off donation towards the heating project
e Undertaking a sponsored event to raise money
e Helping with the HEATING FUNDRAISER EVENT — a planning meeting will
be held in person or on Zoom on Tues 14%" July @ 7.45pm

Other funding and projects
PATHS, LIGHTING, DOORS: We have been awarded a grant to improve access to
the Holy Trinity with St Francis building. Please pray the work gets approved so
it can be undertaken over the summer. We will have new lit up paths with
ramps and a new automatic door.
AUDIOVISUAL: We have also received some money towards improving the
sound and visual equipment at Holy Trinity and this should be installed in July.

Summer 2026

We are aiming for a quieter August. Esther is on annual leave (stacked up from
her maternity year) from 20t July — 24t Aug. Lydia is taking young people to
DTI 29t July — 3™ Aug (but will return to do the Sunday services). She is also off
work 10th — 14th & 17th — 215t Aug & 24t Aug — 4th Sept.

We do have an opportunity to join with other organisations across Clifton to
provide activities on 29/7 (2-5pm), 5/8, 12/8 & 19/8 (all 3-5pm).
