Class 43 Preps for Vietnam

Module Three is nearing the end signaling the transition from gaining insights and perspectives
about the economic, environmental, social, and cultural importance of natural resources in
Washington State to those in international settings. Class 43 has had the opportunity to look
inside the complexities of producing and transporting ag and forest products to customers, the
interrelationships among competing uses for natural resources and look at significant natural
resource policy issues--impacts, perspectives, and solutions.
