4. Exhibit staff is limited for each booth (see package options
on previous page) and all staff are required to have
badges. Exhibit booth staff badges allow entry to the
exhibit hall only.

5. The exhibit area will be open to delegates. As such, SITC,
the exhibit service contractor and the meeting venue
shall not be held responsible for any loss or damage to
exhibitor property.

6. SITC must pre-approve all messaging to be sent to
registered meeting delegates.
